	· Verifies Patient’s Room Number from assignment board (ensuring right patient room number)

	· Identifies the nurse assigned to that patient from assignment board (ensuring right nurse)

	· Hands blood product off to the patient’s nurse, reading aloud the Patient’s Name and MRN# from the Transfusion Tag 
Note: Verbal confirmation ensures you are handing off the right blood for the right patient to right nurse in the right room

	· Verifies that nurse accepts blood product by reading aloud and stating the Patient’s Name and MRN# 
Note: Verbal verification ensures that the nurse is accepting the right blood for the right patient

	Describes appropriate action to take when the patient’s nurse is currently unavailable for proper blood product handoff to include: 

· Performs handoff of blood product to HUC (if available) stating patient’s nurse is currently unavailable for proper handoff 
· If HUC is not available, keeps blood product until nurse is available to handoff to (does not lay blood product down and walk away)

	· Notifies patient’s nurse that the HUC has the patient’s blood product (stating patient’s name and room number)
· (HUC unavailable) Notifies patient’s nurse that they have the patient’s blood product (stating patient’s name and room number) ready to handoff
